OVERVIEW Issued: 07 December 2022
Equatorial sea surface temperatures (SSTs) remain below average across
the Tropical Pacific Ocean and the atmospheric condition is consistent
with La Nifa level. Most of the climate models suggest that La Nifia is
likely to continue until Jan-Feb-Mar (JFM) 2023 and may transition to
ENSO-neutral conditions thereafter.

La Nifia increases the likelihood
of having above normal rainfall
conditions across most areas of
the country. Adverse impacts
such as flooding and landslides
are still expected over
vulnerable areas and sectors of
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Generally, near to warmer than average surface air temperatures were felt in most parts of the
TEM PERATU R E country except for slightly cooler than average surface temperatures in Romblon and General
Santos City.
