The public and disaster risk reduction and management offices concerned are advised to take all necessary
measures to protect life and property. PAGASA Regional Services Divisions may issue Heavy Rainfall Warnings,
Rainfall/Thunderstorm Advisories, and other severe weather information specific to their areas of responsibility as
appropriate. Unless significant changes occur, the next Weather Advisory will be issued at 5:00 PM today.
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
